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BIOGRAPHY

Considered one of the leading cinematographers of contem-
porary cinema, Caroline Champetier has shot around a hun-
dred films over forty years.

She began her career working with Chantal Akerman on Toute
une nuit (1982) and lit several films by Jean-Luc Godard, in-
cluding Soigne ta droite (1985) and Hélas pour moi (1993).

Caroline Champetier bridges the French New Wave and a new
generation of filmmakers that emerged in the late 1980s, with
emblematic features such as La Bande des Quatre (1988), La
Fille Seule (1995), and Ponette (1995). She also worked with di-
rector Leos Carax on the landmark Holy Motors (2012) and An-
nette (2021). Called beyond national borders, she has collabo-
rated as well with Wang Bing, Nobushiro Suwa, Naomi Kawase,
Amos Gitai, Wang Chao, Tawfik Abu Wael, and Irene Dionisio.

The radiance of skin—its transparency and its mystery—has
been arecurring source of inspiration in Caroline Champetier’s
work, a through-line leading to a near-physical immersion in
image, technology, and art, always in service of the director’s
vision and to highlight the actors. A refined handling of contrast
is a hallmark of her cinematography.

She received the César for Best Cinematography and the Gi-
anno di Venanzo Prize for Xavier Beauvois's Des Hommes et
des Dieux in 2011, the Silver Frog at Camérimage for her work
on Leos Carax’s Holy Motors, and nominations for the César
for Best Cinematography for Anne Fontaine’s Les Innocentes,
Xavier Beauvois's Les Gardiennes, and Leos Carax’s Annette.
In 2014, the Cinématheque dedicated a retrospective to her
filmography. Her contribution to cinema was honored in 2023
with the Berlinale Kamera, awarded during the 73rd Berlin In-
ternational Film Festival.

Today, Caroline Champetier is putting her experience and cu-
riosity to work by collaborating with young international film-
makers on debut features, notably with Fyzal Boulifa on Les
Damnés ne pleurent pas (2023) and with Zhannat Alshanova
on A Winner is seen at the start (2025), as well as on socially
engaged documentaries such as Christine Angot’'s Une Famille
(2024).

The year 2026 will be marked by a new collaboration with Leos
Carax..
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Considérée comme une des grandes directrices de la pho-
tographie contemporaine, Caroline Champetier tourne une
centaine de films en quarante ans. Elle commence sa car-
riére aupres de Chantal Akerman surToute une nuit (1982) et
éclaire plusieurs films de Jean-Luc Godard, dont Soigne ta
droite (1985) et Hélas pour moi (1993).

Caroline Champetier fait la transition entre la nouvelle vague

Aujourd’hui, Caroline Champetier met a profit son expéri-
ence et sa curiosité en collaborant avec de jeunes cinéastes
étrangers sur des premiers films, notamment Fyzal Boulifa
sur Les Damnés ne pleurent pas (2023) et Zhannat Alsha-
nova, sur A Winner is seen at the start. (2025) ainsi que sur
des documentaires engagés comme Une Famille (2024), de
Christine Angot.
